Safety Update – Seaton Village Residents Association

While it has been comparatively quiet in the neighbourhood in terms of B&Es, there have been a number of incidents in the vicinity of Seaton Village that we should be aware of. You can visit the Toronto Police 14 division home page to see a complete rundown of incidents in the area, and the progress of investigations into each incident. A variety store robbery on Bathurst Street and a couple of muggings targeting teenagers in the neighbourhood are the most concerning incidents of the last month.
With school out for the summer, the weather is warming up, and conditions are unfortunately ideal for theft and crime in the neighbourhood. Many families take vacations over the next two months, and as a result there’s an increased opportunity for theft and mischief in the neighbourhood. Below is a reminder of the precautionary steps all residents can take to protect their own homes and those of their neighbours.
· Well-lit areas at night are the biggest deterrent to trespassing and theft. If you notice that streetlights or laneway lights have burnt out in your block (or any block in the neighbourhood), call 311 and report it. We have confirmed reports that the city is prioritizing the replacement of these lights and have been completing the work within 2-3 days.
· If you see a crime in progress, call 911 immediately. Remember to write down relevant and identifiable information, such as suspect description(s), clothing, vehicle makes and license plate numbers.

· If you have been the victim of a theft, property destruction, or vandalism, please call 416-808-2222 to report it. If you witness suspicious activity, report it as well, by calling 416-808-1500. Your call may just seem like an isolated ‘data point,’ but for the police it can help identify patterns of behaviour that will enable them to better and more effectively patrol the neighbourhood.

Be sure to also continue to employ the preventative measures listed here to help protect our neighbourhood from petty crime.
